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Purpose and Use
The State Performance Plan and Annual Performance Report (SPP/APR) indicators are used by states, entities, and territories (collectively called “states” in this guidance) and the federal Department of Education to monitor state performance on various IDEA requirements. Some indicators require multiple data points to calculate state performance relative to each indicator’s target(s). Most also require states to submit additional information and data alongside the indicator data. The Checklists and Tips and the Data Calculations are two tools designed to assist states in their preparation of each SPP/APR indicator.
Note: Data Calculations for C11 and B17 are not included because each state’s calculation is different and based on its chosen State-identified Measurable Result (SiMR). The Checklist and Tips and the Data Calculations do not provide guidance for the new C12 and B18 indicators; guidance for these will be added at a later time. 
Intended Audience
These documents are relevant for anyone who assists with the preparation and writing of their state’s Part C SPP/APR or the early childhood indicators in the Part B SPP/APR.
Checklists and Tips
These documents provide guidance on how to report each indicator in the SPP/APR. This includes verifying correction of noncompliance, providing statements of slippage, and submitting the required data. The checklists contain a list of fields as they appear in the submission platform, which helps states ensure that all required fields have been completed. Tips are also provided to ensure all relevant instructions are addressed for each indicator. All indicators and the SPP/APR introductions for both Part C and Part B come with submission guidance, including some sample text that states can adapt for their SPP/APR.
Format
Each Checklist and Tips is presented in the same format. General information about the indicator is presented first, followed by general tips. Depending on the indicator, additional sections cover:
Historical data (baseline and targets), and tips
Current federal fiscal year (FFY) data and related response fields, and tips
Data source fields, and tips
Correction of findings of noncompliance in the previous FFY and prior FFYs, and tips
Considerations
Each indicator is unique. Refer to the relevant Checklist and Tips for information specific to the indicator of interest.
Data Calculations
These documents provide detailed information about the data needed for each indicator’s calculation, based on the federal measurement tables and related documentation. All Part C indicators are referenced, as are Part B preschool Indicators B6, B7, and B12. 
Format 
Each Data Calculation is presented in the same format. Information from the SPP/APR is presented first, followed by additional guidance on the calculation(s), data sources, and resources. The sections are: 
Indicator: description of the indicator, as reported in the SPP/APR
Measurement: how the indicator is calculated, as reported in the SPP/APR
General Considerations: reminders and notes about the data to be included or excluded
Numerator and Denominator Guidance: information about the data used in the indicator calculation, for both the numerator and denominator
Data Points Needed for Calculation: the data elements that should be used to produce the indicator calculation (Note: Based on the design of their data system, states may need to use additional data points to complete the calculation.)
Data Sources: the source(s) of the data used in the calculation
Example Calculation(s): examples of the indicator calculation(s)
Resources: specific resources pertinent to the indicator
Considerations
When using the Data Calculations, the following information should be considered:
SPP/APR Template Data Fields: Some of the data field names in EMAPS do not align precisely with the indicator descriptions in the measurement tables. In some cases, data entered in multiple fields are used to calculate the state’s performance for an indicator. The Data Calculations attempt to clarify the precise data that are used to measure each indicator, though the use of additional data fields may not be mentioned specifically.
Pre-Populated Data: Data for several indicators are imported from previously submitted 618 reports (child count and settings, for example) and are pre-populated in the SPP/APR. States cannot change these data points. Therefore, states must ensure that the original 618 reports are accurate, valid, and reliable.
Inconsistent Terminology: Terms and definitions vary in some cases across IDEA regulations, the measurements tables, and the indicator templates. When relevant, the data calculation guidance attempts to clarify the variation in terminology, and highlights points of potential confusion for an indicator when relevant.
